El Departamento de Implantologia Oral y Maxilofacial (DIOMF) creado en el
afio 2011 en nuestra Facultad, ha desarrollado una intensa actividad en
ensefianza e investigacion.

Paralelamente sus integrantes han participado en multiples congresos y
jornadas a nivel nacional e internacional. Como parte de este camino
presentamos al Consejo de Facultad en 2013 la propuesta de desarrollar un
Congreso de la Especialidad.

Asi surgio el Primer Congreso de Implantologia Oral y Maxilofacial realizado en
mayo del afio 2014, en el Centro de Conferencias de ANTEL.

El mencionado Congreso contd con conferencias y cursos de dictantes
internacionales del mas alto nivel. En el marco de las actividades del Congreso
se organizé un Seminario-Taller denominado: “Tendencias en Implantologia
moderna: acuerdos y consensos”, y se conformaron 5 grupos de estudio sobre
los temas seleccionados para el taller.



Los integrantes de estos grupos trabajaron los meses previos, seleccionando y
analizando la literatura cientifica seleccionada.

En cada grupo se plantearon preguntas guias que fueron respondidas de
acuerdo a la bibliografia relevada.

El Presidente y el Secretario de cada grupo redactaron un acta y el Evaluador
Cientifico registro sus observaciones en un informe.

Las conclusiones de los cinco grupos fueron presentadas a los congresistas y
la relatoria final estuvo a cargo del Dr. Luis Guzzetti.

El Departamento de Implantologia Oral continu6 trabajando con las actas de
los talleres y se redactaron los articulos que se presentan en este numero
especial de Odontoestomatologia. En ellos se busco ser fiel a lo discutido y
elaborado en cada Taller, sin que esto represente en todos los casos la opinién
del DIOMF.

Dos articulos de investigaciones realizados en el Departamento y la
presentacion de un caso clinico de rehabilitacion con prétesis ocular implanto-
asistida, complementan la entrega.

Consideramos que su lectura constituye un aporte a la comunidad cientifica y al
practico general con interés en la Implantologia Oral.

Invitamos asimismo a los colegas a participar en el Segundo Congreso de
Implantologia Oral y Maxilofacial, a realizarse en el mes de octubre en el marco
del Primer Congreso Internacional de la Facultad de Odontologia y al
Seminario Taller que se realizara en ese marco.
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The Department of Oral and Maxillofacial Implantology (DIOMF for its Spanish
acronym) was created in 2011 in our school. Since then it has done significant
work in the fields of teaching and research.

In the same period, its members have participated in several conferences and
seminars in Uruguay and abroad. As part of this journey, in 2013 we submitted
a proposal to the School Council regarding the organization of a congress
devoted to our specialty.

This marked the organization of the First Congress of Oral and Maxillofacial
Implantology, held in May 2014, at the ANTEL Conference Center.

The congress had conferences and courses led by high-level international
presenters. Within the congress activities there was a seminar entitled: “Trends
in modern implantology: agreement and consensus”. Five study groups were
created to work on the topics selected for the workshop.

The members of these groups worked together before the congress, selecting
and analyzing the scientific literature chosen.

Each group had guiding questions that were answered according to the
literature reviewed. The President and the Secretary of each group drafted a
report and the Scientific Evaluator recorded their observations in a report.

The conclusions of the five working groups were presented at the congress, and
Dr. Luis Guzzetti was in charge of writing the final report.

The Department of Oral Implantology continued to work on the proceedings of
the workshops, and drafted the papers presented in this special issue of
Odontoestomatologia. Their objective was to be faithful to what was discussed
and developed in each workshop, without this necessarily reflecting the opinion
of the Department.

Two papers that include research conducted at the Department, and a clinical
case of rehabilitation with implant-supported orbital prosthesis, complement the
issue.

We believe that reading this issue is a contribution to the scientific community
and to the general public interested in Oral Implantology.

We also invite colleagues to participate in the Second Congress of Oral and
Maxillofacial Implantology to be held in October within the First International
Congress of the School of Dentistry, and to the Seminar-Workshop to be held in
the same event.
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
